Sparkly butterfly painting, This group like to produce
'shows’ but need support to make the drama productive. At
large mat time we shared & acted out 'Goldilocks' & it has
been requested many times since-more drama sessions will
be planned I'm sure; dancing with streamers, outside ex-
tended children’s dance interest; Mother's day cards deco-
rated; drawings becoming more detailed now in term 2 & at
the play dough table ‘food' is often designed esp.

& we have many children with musical strengths; ABC song
sang & now we hide some letters & sing it, with missing
sounds & have just introduced "Bingo" and we change the
beginning letter in fun, are learning the "Shapes” song.

"Cows in the kitchen" Big book led to much discussion
about how 'popcorn’ is cooked. One picture prompted this so
the group really cooked popcorn the next day.

®  Music

JF music is similar to SF including new tapping song

involved the building of elaborate 'sheds’ with problem solv-
ing, sharing & trying to build with these blocks in many dif-
ferent ways has involved concentration & thinking.

This group are working through & mastering some diffi-
cult puzzles.

®  Physical

Our new step shapes have stimulated thinking by some
children to design circuits - excellent expression of ideas
spatially e.g. up the hill, across the gap, through the... Fine
motor muscles constantly practiced with threading small
beads (an interest of several children) & to extend this we
have purchased a new activity "Kralo" for patterning &
matching learning. Finger painting has been a source of sen-
sory interest for many JF children with several participating

for long periods every day, every week & adding
ideas e.g. writing, drawing, pattern making-mixing
colours by crossing arms.

®  Creativity

Wet chalk drawings on black card-making x-ray pictures:;
elaborate block building by individual children; still life
drawing by a small group of children - Mrs Stone's Komodo
Dragon & the glass bottles; box construction has seen the
construction-with some problems to solve along the way-a
giraffe, headphones, to nhame a few.

®  Social

Picnics & tea
parties are very
frequent in the
garden & with some
extra special sets,

have inspired some

extended dramatic
play. Fire trucks
often driven in the sand, the garden with 2 children playing
closely & dramatically. Wheelies & Bikes have been taken
away for a while until the rules for safe & fair play have
been learned. We have been teaching children to make the
'right’ or 'safe’ choice & held a structured rule session with
these toys after pack away time on Friday 14™ May. We de-
vised a list of rules & consequences together so hopefully
behaviour will improve & the toys can stay out for continued
& safer use.

What is the learning involved
when children have music at
kindy, in particular tapping stick
percussion?

Children sit or move with the lar-
ger group. We teach some simple
but important rules (sticks on the
floor, hands behind your back,
have a warm up, look & listen to
teacher, wait for your name) to
respond to & acquire at music time
for the group to achieve and be
able to progress each session. The
children are regularly encouraged
to contribute ideas for music ses-

sions & often songs are changed &
created, depending on the chil-
dren's interests

Children learn to co-operate &
build on their own social experi-
ences to explore other ways of
being.

Outcome 2: Children are con-
nected with & contribute to their
world

Children follow intentional teach-
ing practices from the teacher
promoting worthwhile & challenging
experiences i.e. inc experiment
with sounds, fempo, rhythm, beat,

melody through percussion. Some-
times the children have words to
accompany the music which fos-
ters speech & language develop-
ment - beginning Literacy.

Children engage in enjoyable in-
teractions using verbal & non-
verbal language. listen & respond
to sounds & patterns , sing &
