Home books - some children brought books from
home & these have been enjoyed at big mat time or
in small groups. Thank you parents for encouraging
this home-literacy learning.

. Social

Learning routines & being “responsible” i.e. putting
toys away, packing own belongings, working along-
side others, sharing play areas & toys. Other rules -
waiting for a turn (in the line up at bathroom, for a
swing, a bike, a turn at finger painting, a turn at cir-
cle time etc.). Cooking -Fried rice with Siennd's
family. It was so delicious. The children chopped
ham & spring onion (scissors work well) and cracked
eggs. Many had a furn to stir & help stir fry!
Healthy foods talked about & cooking stories
shared from homes. Train play a favourite of many
children & language & role play are main learning
here as well as planning & design.

o Physical

Fine motor- making Chinese fans, using hole punch-
ers, drawing "fish” activity. New chalk pens are
popular with fluro colours & large pen to grasp. Tap

tap hammering shapes, squirt bottle painting. Some
children (the playing cats) made puppets to extend
their interest & skills.
